Selection Process

The application for those students who meet the prerequisites for eligibility for admission is ranked by the
number of selection points he/she receives in descending order until all the seats are filled.

Selection Process: All applications are received by the Admissions Coordinator for the School of Nursing and
Health Professions via Canvas and are reviewed by the Admissions Committee shortly after the deadline.
Applicants who meet all criteria are assigned points according to the following conditions (11points maximum):

e All pre-requisites completed satisfactorily +1
e B inBIO 107 Anatomy and Physiology OR +2
e BinBIO 202 & 203 Anatomy and Physiology | & Il +1 for each
e GPA in pre-requisites 2.75 or 3.0 or 3.5 or more +lor+2or3
e GPA overall 2.5-2.99 or 3.0-3.49 or 3.5 or more +1or+2or +3
e All additional Gen Ed completed +1
e Mandatory completion of the program’s online quiz - 75% or better required +1
e Multiple consecutive D's or F's before a C (in any course) -1
e 2 or more Gen Ed courses still not completed (excluding HLF) -2 (-3, etc.)
e 1 Gen. Ed not completed -1

Priority is given to qualified students who have the highest GPA and who
have completed ALL other General Education courses (HLF, SOC 101, SP 101, PSY 104, CLT 100).

Acceptance

All applicants will receive an e-mail or letter indicating their qualification status (not qualified, qualified-accepted,
qualified-on Waiting List). The top 24 candidates will be invited to an Orientation and Registration session in late
June or early July. If all seats are not filled, an additional Orientation and Registration will be scheduled for
additional qualified applicants (from the Waiting L.ist).
